APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

Applicants must meet all of the following criteria:

e Massachusetts Resident

e Graduating high school senior or college freshman who has applied or is enrolled in college/trade school

e Have a parent, step-parent, or custodial guardian who is a Massachusetts resident, is/was a member of
the National Guard or Reserve, and is/was activated overseas under Title 10 in 2009 or 2010 (This does
not include active duty for training.) Service member should be in good standing or honorably
discharged.

e Proof of application for FAFSA (Free application for student financial aid) or other financial aid assistance

APPLICATION PROCESS:

Please submit a completed application to Military Friends Foundation, 121 Mt. Vernon Street, Boston, MA
02108. All applications must be postmarked by June 18, 2010. There is no grade point minimum to apply.

2. Two letters of recommendation (maximum 500 words each)
e One letter must be from an educator or guidance counselor

Please have the authors of each letter sign the letter and include their contact information.

3. Typed list of extra-curricular activities (e.g. student government, athletics, and theater), community
involvement and other awards/recognition

4. High school seniors should submit official high school transcripts with grade point average. College freshmen
should submit official high school transcripts with grade point average and first semester official college
transcripts.

5. Typed response to the essay question below (maximum 500 words)
